The NYC St. Patrick’s Day Parade is one of New York City’s greatest traditions. The first parade 

was on March 17, 1762, fourteen years before the signing of the United States Declaration of 

Independence. Today, the NYC Parade marches up 5th Avenue and is reviewed from the steps 

of St. Patrick’s Cathedral by His Eminence, Timothy Cardinal Dolan, Archbishop of New York. 

Since it began, this tradition of marching past St. Patrick’s Cathedral has remained unchanged.  

 

The Ashwaubenon High School Band has performed in events around the United States 

including the Tournament of Roses Parade, Pan Pacific Parade in Hawaii, Orange Bowl Parade, 

and Green Bay Packer Halftime Shows.  The Ashwaubenon Director of Bands is Marc Jimos. He 

is assisted by Assistant director, Mr. Scott Konop. Miss Kristen Pfluger is the director of the 

Ashwaubenon choral program.
